We used the sci-

entific method to make predictions of what would happen  and 

why.  Using balloons, we rubbed them against our clothing to 

charge them with electrons.  We learned that protons are positively 

charged particles of an atom and that neutrons are neutral and 

electrons are negative.  We learned that positive and negative 

forces are attracted to each other.  By charging our balloons with 

negative electrons, we were able to make the balloons stick to the 

walls, people and other items.
