The results of the IOWAõs will be back near the start of May, I will 

schedule conferences at that point to go over your childõs pro-

gress.   

When we werenõt testing, we were jumping into our plant  and 

geometry  units.  On Tuesday, students took apart flowers and 

were able to identify the sepals, receptacle, stamen, pistil and 

petals. There is a plant webpage on my site that has several in-

teractive learning opportunities for plants.   We worked on a vir-

tual dissection first on a website, then had the chance to take 

apart flowers and tape down the parts in our lapbooks.  Fortu-

nately for us, a dance that Sydney and Hannah were going to 

over the snowed in weekend resulted in  roses for everyone to 

dissect.  I also had a variety of flowers that were on their last leg 

and so I was able to bring in many different types of flowers for 

the class to see how the parts are the same, but they look differ-

ent on different types of flowers.  It was a great hands on learn-

ing opportunity.  

We continued to work on the function of plant parts, the life cy-

cle of plants, the process of photosynthesis and we discussed 

the òWHAT IF...plants didnõt exist?ó  We will finish up our study of 

plants this week and begin life cycles of animals and gear up to 

our overnight at the zoo.  The permission slip for this was sent 

home earlier today.  I apologize for the permission slip coming 

home and needing to be returned by this Thursday, but I seem 

to have lost March somehow.  SORRY.   

I am also very excited about the confirmation from my 4 -H con-

tact that we will be getting an incubator on April 21st and be 

hatching eggs in early May!!!  This is an amazing way to witness 

part of the life cycle of animals.
